CommunityPartners,a programof the HarvardBusinessSchoolClub
of New York, was created to provide constructive partnerships
between Harvard Business School alumni and nonprofit
organizationsin our community that seekassistancewith business
and managementissues. We fulfill our missionby organizingteams
of HBS alumni volunteers to provide pro bono consulting and
businessadviceto thesenonprofits through well-definedconsulting
projects,structuredbrainstormingsessionsandexecutivecoaching.

Activities
CommunityPartnersdeliveredpro bono consultingprojects worth
over$2 million in consultingservicesto NewYorkMetropolitan area
nonprofits in 2009-2010. We typically target mid-sizednonprofits
who can not afford significantconsultingcontractson their own,
but who still having critical mass to be able to benefit from
professionaladvice. We havecompletedprojectson issuesranging
from organizationalgrowth and strategicplanningto marketingand
public awareness; from budgeting and financial planning to
organizationalissues,governanceand general management; and
from missiondefinition to programanalyses. Eachproject isshaped
accordingto the specificneedsof the client organization. In 2009,
we expanded our activities to include Coachingprojects where
smallerorganizationswhich can benefit from one on one guidance
from experiencedalumniarehelped.

In addition, the yearwasspentformalizing
the structureandintroducingleadershipCommitteesfor eachInterestGroup.

Tennew alumnihavejoinedthe Committeesandthe volunteeractivityof thesenew leadershippositionswill hopefullyallowus
to reachour goalof doublingthe numberof projectsthat we cancompleteeachyear.
